Remove all millscale and
rush back to clean metal. Remove all residues.

All surfaces must be suitably dry, and free from anything that will interfere with the
adhesion of the materials to be applied. Remove all loose, and failing or suspect
paint. Feather edges of sound paint. Remove all dust. Spot prime bare areas
with one coat of Albany Metal Primer. Wash remaining sound paint with hot water
and liquid detergent solution to remove any contaminants, frequently changing the
water. Wet abraded to provide a key. Rinse with clean water to remove all
residues. Allow to dry. Bring forward spot primed areas as required by paint
system to be used.

Apply one coat.
Stir well before use. Apply by brush or roller in the direction of the grain.

Return surplus material to container. Clean with a proprietary cleaner immediately
after use.

Between maintenance redecoration surfaces may be washed with a warm water
and liquid detergent solution to remove surface dirt.
