1. The backer panel is a 
composite sheet including a 
laminated ribbed profile skin. 
The panel is mechanically fixed 
to the substrate. (Fixings vary 
according to substrate.)

3. Specially formulated mortar  
is then piped into the brick joints.

2. The brick slips are attached 
with permanent bonding 
adhesive. The ribs in the skin 
align and support the brick slips.

4. Mortar is tooled in the manner 
of traditional pointing.
