Light to carry and easy to fix, it
can be trimmed with a saw, and fixing holes can be punched
with drive screw roofing nails without sheets cracking or
shattering. Holes for bolt and hook fixings should be pre-
drilled using a drill bit of a similar size to the bolt.

It won’t ‘sag’ in hot weather or become
brittle in the cold.
