Preparation

Protect surrounding surfaces and beware of wind
drift.

To avoid harm to masonry, do not clean when tem-
peratures are below freezing or will be overnight.
Best cleaning results are obtained when tempera-
tures are 40C or above. If freezing conditions exist
prior to application, allow adequate time for masonry
to thaw.

Equipment Apply with a soft bristled brush. Spray
application is not normally suitable. Rinse with a
sponge or pressure washing equipment.

Pretesting

Always test each type of surface to ensure suitability
and desired results. Apply test area according to the
following application procedures. Allow area to dry
thoroughly before inspection and approval.

Dilutions

Liquid Marble Cleaner Gel is designed to be used in
concentrate for removal of heavy soiling. For light
soiling conditions, dilute with up to 3 parts water.

Application Instructions

1. Use a soft bristled nylon brush to apply
concentrated cleaner liberally to the marble
surface.

2. Allow the cleaner to remain on the surface for 15
to 20 minutes. Do not allow the gel to dry on the
surface.

3. Using plastic or wooden tools, remove gel cleaner
and solubilised soiling from the surfaces.

4. Rinse the surface thoroughly with fresh water
using sponges or low pressure rinsing. Change
rinse water frequently. Thorough rinsing is
extremely important to ensure all residues are
removed from the surface.

Allow Liquid Marble Cleaner Gel to remain on the
surface for 5 to 15 minutes taking care not to allow
the gel to dry. Sponge rinse the surface
thoroughly using fresh, clear water. Rinse water
should be changed frequently.

Coverage Rates

Coverage rates will vary according to surface
texture and porosity.

1 x 15 litre plastic container.
