SUBSTRATES 

Ready To Use Skimcoat Filler can be applied to either painted or 
unpainted substrates: 
- Concrete, cellular concrete, shuttered concrete
- Any type of filler, cement mortars and renders
- Breeze blocks, bricks, stone, glass and glazed tiles.

OVERCOATING 

Ready To Use Skimcoat Filler can be overcoated with any type of filler, 
paint or wall coating. Do not coat directly with polyurethane paints nor 
epoxy solvent  based paints.

• Ready To Use Skimcoat Filler: is a filler in ready mixed form, 
for exterior use, made of lightweight loads and resins.

• Characterization (NFT 36-005): Family IV-4b.

• Mixing rate: ready to use.

• Application thickness: up to 5mm.

• Capacity: 1.37kg covers 1m² at 1mm depth.

• Setting time: second coat as soon as the filler is hard and dry to 
the touch.

• Overcoating: can be painted in 24 to 48 hours average time 
(after complete drying).

• Color: off white.

• Adhesion: filler/substrate (EN 16-566): > 0.8 Mpa.

USE AND STORAGE CONDITIONS 

 Application tools: filling knife, trowel or blade.

 Projection and airless spray machine application: 5L/min
minimum flow rate, recommended nozzle sizes between  5.35
and 6.35.

 Tool cleaning: after use, product residue can be rubbed off tools
when dry (water cleaning is not necessary).

 Preservation: product guarranteed 12 months. Stored away
from sunlight and frost. If found to be faulty within the guarantee
period, we will arrange a replacement on proof of purchase.
